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What’s your story? What is the story that God has put in your life that you need to be
telling? What is the story behind who you are and what’s going on in your heart and what God
has done to you, in you and through you? What is that God has for you? Now, here’s the
deal...all of us probably in this room can testify that we have an incredible student ministry here
right? Not minister, ministry okay let’s just be clear about that. Here’s the thing; we are doing
some incredible things because God is allowing us to do those things. 633 is the name of our
student ministry, if you didn’t know that, it’s based off of Matthew 6:33 talking about seeking
God first and then he will take care of the rest basically is the idea behind that and so couple
years ago in 633 we had somewhere around 60 or so teenagers here. It was fun, it was great, it
was intimate, and we had a good time together. Right now almost every Wednesday we have
between 110 and 130 and so God is adding to our number not because of a person, not
because of any one thing, it’s because of our volunteers and God is inspiring our teenagers to
bring people. He’s inspiring them to say hey, | want you to come and hear, | want you to come
experience and come and see and what we do on Wednesday nights is we have a worship time
in our student building, the doors open at 6:33 sort of because people start showing up at 3:30
when they get out of school. I'm like what are you guys doing? Do your parents know where
you are? They start showing up and they’re there playing basketball and then we start worship
at 7:15 and we get out at 8:30 and a part of our whole experience is we have a worship team
that leads every week and then we have some main teaching time and then we have small
groups that meet at the end of the night and we’re usually done between 8:30 and 8:45
depending upon how long | go in the teaching time and so usually it’s this incredible experience
where students are coming in, they’re connecting with other students, connecting with a small
group leader and listen, these volunteers that volunteer their time on Wednesday nights, most
of them have children at home and they have to go and take care of their kids afterwards.
They’re kids are being taken care of by our children’s ministry and our volunteers come and
give their time to pour into the lives of some of these students and that is such a cool thing and
it is a great thing that God is using in this church and we’re using that also as a springboard to
an event coming up that’s in your worship guides called Chaos. This Chaos event is insane in a
good way. It's this event that we started a couple years ago where we had about 250 the first
year and we did it on a Saturday and then we’re like Saturday’s lame. We all want to sleep in
and do nothing on Saturday and so let’s move it to a Wednesday when everybody’s already
awake and they’ve already been at school so we did. Last year we had over 500 teenagers at
this event which was incredible. Do you know what’s awesome about that? That is more than



the seating capacity of this room that’s how many teenagers were on our campus last year.
This year we’re expecting more than that and here’s the deal with that...our teenagers have
grasped part of the subject of Contagious Christianity. They’ve got some of the idea of man
we’ve got to tell people about this. We’ve got to share with people, we’ve got to let them
know hey this is a place you can come, this is a place where you can hear, a place where you
can get to know and have a blast. We set up these skate ramps, we have volleyball and
basketball tournaments and 3 on 3 soccer tournaments and a couple years ago we had a dodge
ball tournament but we’re not doing that anymore. We had some issues. We have inflatable
things, we have a climbing wall, a mechanical bull and so those of you guys that don’t know
what’s going on in our student ministry, God is doing incredible things. It’s a very exciting time
for us and it’s also a very tiring time for me and our volunteers. God is going to continue to do
his thing and that is exciting because we’re meeting together, telling his story and today what |
want us to think about is it’s easy to be contagious and do this contagious Christianity thing
through a church ministry or a church program. It’s really easy for a lot of us to just invite
people to come to church. Why is it that’s so much easier than sharing our story? Our
individual story of how God has impacted our life of how God has landed right where we are
and has changed us individually. Why is it so much simpler to say hey, why don’t you come to
church and see? Why is it easier to do that? I’'m not sure. |think maybe there are some things
in each of our hearts, some insecurity’s maybe about ourselves or our communication ability or
our confidence in our story of how God has changed us. That’s okay because maybe you’re that
guy that can’t tell a story. Do you know that guy that can’t tell a joke because he’s laughing too
much? He starts telling you the story and you think I've got better things to do like drink water
than listen to your story. Maybe you’re that guy. | don’t mean to offend you and some of you |
know you’re kind of like that guy but you’re not fully that guy or maybe you’re that girl. You're
telling that story and you’re laughing and we do not understand anything you’re saying and it’s
not funny at all and you’ve got that snort thing. Listen sometimes our communication skills are
difficult to get past in order to completely share our faith but for some of us that’s just where
we are. We're that person that has a difficult time because we’re not fully connecting with
God’s story in our life or God’s reality in our life or our communication skills we feel like are
lacking confidence to actually sit down and say let me tell you what Jesus has done right here.
Let me tell you a quote from a guy named Chuck Swindol. He says in his book, “Come Before
Winter” he says this about when you’re dealing with the fear about sharing about Jesus. You're
dealing with your own personal barricades to sharing about Jesus, when you’re dealing with
those things, this is what he says about our story...”The skeptic may deny your doctrine. The
skeptic may attack your church but he cannot honestly ignore the fact that your life has been
changed.” No one can ignore the fact of your story. Your story of how you met Jesus, your
story of how you were before you came to Jesus, your story of what it was like meeting Jesus
and your story of what God has been doing in your life since then. Our culture is captivated by



stories. Stories such as the award winning ballot of Ricky Bobby, Talladega Nights and Anchor
Man. Stories like that. Our culture is captivated by and also let’s go classic, Dances with
Wolves. | don’t know how but when I’'m flipping through the channels | want to watch it. It’s
this dude running from an animal and hanging out with Indians and stuff and that’s cool but
that’s like four hours with commercials but | want to watch it so badly that | DVR it. How sad it
that right? Lonesome Dove too! But all | am saying is this; we are captivated by stories, by
books because most of us like to read books, most everybody else. Movies, we love us some
movies, if we can afford them we love to go to them and television shows, how many CSI’s do
we need? Music, songs tell stories and we love to listen to them am | right? We love to listen
to songs about green tractors okay. People enjoy it and they latch on to that and our culture
does and how much more would they be able to understand Jesus Christ and his activity in our
world if we can begin the process of understanding how to communicate our story of what God
has done in our heart and in our life and that’s where we’re going to go today. We're going to
look at a guy today named Paul. Paul is a pretty big time dude in the New Testament. He wrote
a lot of the New Testament as God inspired him to and what we’re going to read today is a
section out of the book of Acts. So if you have a copy of scripture | want you to turn to that.
Acts chapter 26 and we’re going to read a story from a guy who had some incredible things
happen to him and he was able to communicate that with people. We’re going to look at how
he did it, the style that he did it and how he went through the process and we’re going to use
that as a tool to help us understand we can do the same thing and be confident in sharing our
story. Acts chapter 26 verses 1-29 we’re going to actually read the whole thing this morning. |
know we don’t always do this in these services but we have to because this is a great story and
it’s compelling. Let me read this to you... ! Then Agrippa said to Paul, “You may speak in your
defense.”

So Paul, gesturing with his hand, started his defense: 2% am fortunate, King Agrippa, that
you are the one hearing my defense today against all these accusations made by the Jewish
leaders, * for | know you are an expert on all Jewish customs and controversies. Now please
listen to me patiently!

So Paul’s already building this rapport with Agrippa, he’s like listen; | know you know what I’'m
talking about. | know that you’re knowledgeable enough to understand what I’'m about to tell
you so | respect you, | respect your position but | need you to listen so he builds that
relationship and then he goes in verse 4, * “As the Jewish leaders are well aware, | was given a
thorough Jewish training from my earliest childhood among my own people and in Jerusalem.
> If they would admit it, they know that | have been a member of the Pharisees, the strictest
sect of our religion. ® Now I am on trial because of my hope in the fulfillment of God’s promise
made to our ancestors. ’ In fact, that is why the twelve tribes of Israel zealously worship God



night and day, and they share the same hope | have. Yet, Your Majesty, they accuse me for
having this hope! 8 Why does it seem incredible to any of you that God can raise the dead?

? “I used to believe that | ought to do everything | could to oppose the very name of Jesus the

Nazarene.[‘-’] 10

Indeed, 1 did just that in Jerusalem. Authorized by the leading priests, | caused
many believers'™ there to be sent to prison. And | cast my vote against them when they were
condemned to death.  Many times | had them punished in the synagogues to get them to
curse Jesus.'d | was so violently opposed to them that | even chased them down in foreign

cities.

12 “One day | was on such a mission to Damascus, armed with the authority and commission
of the leading priests. 3 About noon, Your Majesty, as | was on the road, a light from heaven
brighter than the sun shone down on me and my companions.  we all fell down, and | heard
a voice saying to me in Aramaic,'? ‘Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting me? It is useless for

you to fight against my will.[e”

15 “%Who are you, lord?’ I asked.

“And the Lord replied, ‘1 am Jesus, the one you are persecuting. '° Now get to your feet! For |
have appeared to you to appoint you as my servant and witness. You are to tell the world
what you have seen and what I will show you in the future. *” And I will rescue you from both
your own people and the Gentiles. Yes, | am sending you to the Gentiles 8 to open their eyes,
so they may turn from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God. Then they will
receive forgiveness for their sins and be given a place among God'’s people, who are set apart
by faith in me.’

So what Paul has just done is established the relationship with Agrippa. Listen Agrippa, here’s
what | was like and then | met Jesus on the road and here’s what happen and things just got
crazy after that.

9 “And so, King Agrippa, | obeyed that vision from heaven. ?° I preached first to those in
Damascus, then in Jerusalem and throughout all Judea, and also to the Gentiles, that all must
repent of their sins and turn to God—and prove they have changed by the good things they
do. % Some Jews arrested me in the Temple for preaching this, and they tried to kill me. 2 gyt
God has protected me right up to this present time so I can testify to everyone, from the least
to the greatest. | teach nothing except what the prophets and Moses said would happen—=
that the Messiah would suffer and be the first to rise from the dead, and in this way announce
God'’s light to Jews and Gentiles alike.”

24 Suddenly, Festus shouted, “Paul, you are insane. Too much study has made you crazy!”
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% But Paul replied, “I am not insane, Most Excellent Festus. What | am saying is the sober
truth. % And King Agrippa knows about these things. | speak boldly, for | am sure these events
are all familiar to him, for they were not done in a corner! *” King Agrippa, do you believe the
prophets? | know you do—"

8 Agrippa interrupted him. “Do you think you can persuade me to become a Christian so
quickly?”

% paul replied, “Whether quickly or not, | pray to God that both you and everyone here in this
audience might become the same as | am, except for these chains.”

Dude, Paul rocks! | mean he’s got it figured out. He knows how to just boldly, clearly, plainly,
here it is...what do you want to do with it King Agrippa? How would you like to respond to the
message of the Gospel and the truth of Jesus Christ? Paul just went through it, rattled it off.
Not all of us in this room are that good. Not all of us in this room are that smooth, | mean | am
of course, you know, but not everybody. Of course I’'m not, | bumble and stumble over myself
all the time when sharing the gospel because all of a sudden | get nervous or | sense a lack of
clarity or | doubt my communication skills at the moment and listen, we all have those kind of
challenges. Maybe your challenge is your story is really not that cool, you know. You were one
of those people who grew up in a Christian home and everybody in your family is a believer,
they’re all Christians and you’re one of those people when they’re asked, when did you become
a Christian you’re like I’'ve always been one since | was born. | been going to VBS every year, |
got gold stars and stuff; | took my bible to church every day. That maybe you, you grew up in a
Christian home. Great; awesome. Not everybody did. Some people have stories that are way
cooler than yours like they were seven and in prison and they were getting all tatted up and
they got out and they were like what’s up? You know? I've always wanted to figure out if
there’s a way that | can design something in my testimony and in my story that would be cool
like | was a professional athlete and | was really good at it. You don’t know my name because |
changed my name to protect me and my family but it was awesome and one day | got an injury
after earning 3.7 million that season. | injured my knee and | was out and then all of a sudden
God came to me in the training room and there were these lights and this electricity. | wished
my story were more fun like that but it’s not as interesting to the human ear and sometimes |
need some tips. | will look for help on how to make it more engaging. The story more
applicable to people and maybe you’re looking for that today. Maybe you’re trying to find
some keys and some pieces that can help you in sharing your testimony and story about how
Christ changed your life and we have a video that | want you to watch with me that you might
want to take some notes on. It gives us some clues and some hints on how we can work
towards sharing our faith in a very real way, a practical way. Hopefully this will help you.
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[Video] Your testimony is the story of how God changed your life. It is great for encouraging

other Christians and a strong evangelism tool. There are many different testimonies out there

but the best ones are when people did really bad things and got brought them out of it. So ask

yoursel f, have | done bad enough stuff to mak
might consider taking up an illegal drug or two or spending some time in prison. Those are

great ways to perk up a boring testimony. The more adventurous might try dressing up in a

chicken costume and throwing cats at children so something similar. As Christians, we must be

willing to do really bad thingsto make God’' s grace seem even mor e
Deep Thoughts from a Deep Christian. [Video]

Okay, maybe those notes not so much. If you look at the worship guide you were
handed when you came in there are some places that you might want to fill in some blanks.
Some ideas that could possibly help you in communicating your story or your testimony as we
call it sometimes to friends, to family, to whoever it is that you come across and as we do this |
want you to know my testimony wasn’t one of those like in the training room with electricity
and lights and angels came in and things happen so | have to work at making sure that
whatever | say is helping someone understand in a practical way what Jesus is really done in my
life. So with that here are some tools that | want to set you up with that we can leave with
today that will help us in that process this week. Now listen, if you’ve been a part of this series
with us in a small group then you had this little thing at the back of your booklet. It’s this list at
the back of our book and what we’re doing in this study is we’re writing down names in the
back of this book of people we know that don’t know Jesus Christ and we’re praying for those
people and we're talking about steps and processes and how we’re going to share Christ with
them and so today if you’re in a small group and you’ve been going through that study, | want
you to begin the process of thinking about some of those people. How could you share your
story with those people? Some of them are your family members, which guys I've got to tell
you is so awkward to share Jesus with your family because they know how screwed up you are
okay. It's so hard. It's almost easier at work because you could get another job but you usually
don’t get another family. It’s difficult and | want to help set us up with some tools today that
could help us so if you could remember some of those names at the back of your book then
keep some of them in mind as we’re going through this.

Let’s start with the S. We have to start with the other person in mind. You can’t just
vomit out your whole story of how Jesus did this in your life or whatever and we have to begin
the process like Paul did with Agrippa. He’s like here man, here’s the deal. | know that you're
in charge; | know that you’re important and | acknowledge that but | also know that you know
about me. | also know that you know about what I've been about and | know that you know
more things so let’s talk about this. | know that you’ve been to church; | know that you’ve been
around this stuff awhile so let’s talk about it in a more real way. So what Paul did is he started



with the other person. He started with King Agrippa. As you look at that passage, he started
with Agrippa and began to address him from where Agrippa was at the beginning and that’s
one of the keys. How did Paul do that and why did he do that? If you look in 1% Corinthians
Chapter 9 verses 22-23 we catch a little glimpse of how Paul went through that process. It says
this... 2 When I am with those who are weak; | share their weakness, for | want to bring the
weak to Christ. Yes, | try to find common ground with everyone, doing everything I can to
save some. % I do everything to spread the Good News and share in its blessings. One of the
things Paul does is he starts off first with finding some common ground with somebody. | was
at a church where we did this door to door evangelism stuff. Thank God | am here okay
because that was so hard and | was afraid that when someone opened the door there was
going to be a knife coming at me. | was afraid of hatchets and chainsaws because it does
happen to people go to doors sharing. I’'m not saying that you don’t need to go door to door if
God calls you to do that just wear some kind of Teflon vest and go for it. But it was a fearful
thing for me. | was scared and nervous. It wasn’t something that | looked forward to. For me
sharing Christ typically comes in a different format. It comes in more in a setting like this or
sitting down with a family member or a friend and saying let’s just talk for a little while. Let’s
see what’s going on so what Paul’s proving through this one passage is just simply saying listen,
find some common ground between you and this other person. Begin the process not by just
going here it is, but begin the process of hey, how are you? What’s happening in your world?
Talk and get to know each other just a few moments there.

Then what he does after he finds common ground he begins the process of then talking
with confidence and clarity. That’s the T. He starts with the other person in mind and then T
for us in STORY is to talk with confidence and clarity and this is where a lot of us slip up. We slip
up with jumping right into it and not building right into it and not building some ground work
first but also a lot of us slip up and get nervous because we don’t feel like we have the
confidence to speak with clarity about our relationship with Jesus and so let’s look at what Paul
did. Paul wrote some other stuff in 2 Timothy Chapter 1 verse 12 and it says this... 22 That is
why | am suffering here in prison. But | am not ashamed of it, for | know the one in whom |
trust, and | am sure that he is able to guard what | have entrusted to him'® until the day of his
return. What does that mean? What that means is that first of all, Paul shows us we have got
to know God. If we’re going to share what God has done in our life we have to be in a very tight
relationship with God or else we’re going to lack the confidence and lack the clarity in sharing
our story. Paul basically he knew who God was in his life and he knew where his place was in
relationship to God and the only way he did that was spending time with him. By spending time
in prayer and reading the word and being alone with God and Paul, yeah he was in prison, what
else is he going to do, he’s in chains and he’s sitting there spending time with the Lord and
praying and being alone with God and as he did that he was able to see here’s where | am with
God and this gives me the confidence and the clarity to share my story but for most of us, we’re
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too busy DVRing everything, trying to watch every TV show that there is that we don’t spend
that time with God that it requires to be able to have the confidence and the clarity so | want
you to think about that. | want you to think about this...Paul also said this in Ephesians 4:14... %
Then we will no longer be immature like children. We won’t be tossed and blown about by
every wind of new teaching. We will not be influenced when people try to trick us with lies so
clever they sound like the truth. For Paul to be able to talk with confidence and clarity he had to
know where he stood with God number one and number two, he had to know what he believed. He
had to be grounded. He had to have spent time understanding and processing and knowing exactly who
God had made him to be and many of us skip right over that and expect to be able to easily share what
God has done in our heart and our life. The requirement to be able to speak confidently and with clarity
is to spend time with the one of whom you’re speaking about. Guys that’s one important thing that |
want you to latch onto today and remember and download and keep with you. We've got to start with
the other person; we’ve got to talk with confidence and clarity and we have to organize our story. If you
start with this, listen I’'ve got to tell you | was saved and this was this light and electricity and angels and
all this stuff and then | had this friend who got really sick and we prayed for him and he got better and
then | had this ingrown toenail and it hurt really bad and it kind of smelled a little and it got better and
then my kids are doing so good in school and my son, he’s only five | know but in pee-wee football he’s
incredible but back to God. Guys, when we don’t stop and spend time organizing a flow of what we’re
going to share and how we’re going to share it, it’s really difficult for people to follow us. If we look at
Paul’s example, Paul straight up said this here’s what my life was like before | met Jesus. What we don’t
do often times is put it in a model where we’re going to be able to connect with it and share it with
someone else. We kind of share all over the place but what we need to do is similar to what Paul did.
Here was what | was like before | met Christ, here’s what | was like when | met Jesus and here’s what
Jesus has been doing in my life since then. Organize the story step by step.

The R in STORY for us today if you go to the next one is relating your experience to another
person’s life. This is where we fall short a lot of times too. In relating our story to another person’s life
it's like when a teacher who talks about the importance of a subject because every teacher, I’'m not
trying to be offensive to teacher because my mom’s a teacher, my wife’s a teacher, my sister’s a
teacher, there class is the most important class. No other class exists except their class and that
includes coaches too. This is something that most teachers just do that’s why their good teachers. |
remember having teachers that would say listen this test is going to be hard it’s going to have chapters 1
through 20 on it and it’s going to be difficult and that’s all they would say. Are you serious? Give me
like a page number or something because | don’t know how to prepare for this. | am not going to be
ready. | hated when a teacher would leave us guessing and leave it fuzzy as to what we needed to know
to be ready for the test. Now a lot of us though, when we tell them about our story in Jesus Christ we
walk through what happened to us and then we’re like so what do you think. We don’t give them
anything to work with. We have to be able to say hey | was missing this in my life...have you ever felt
like there was anything you were missing in your life or your relationship with God? We have to make a
bridge moment. We have to create an opportunity for people to not only to hear our story but to hear
how they can have a story as well and that’s one of the things that | have fallen short on before and you



may have also. One of the greatest mistakes we can make is to talk about what change is needed but
then fail to ask people to make the necessary changes to actually make change happen. Paul called for
change and just like we should. | remember, you look at the SAT. Back in my day, the students that take
SAT’s now to get in college, they’ve got all these study courses that you can take right? You can take a
study course and learn how to take the SAT. Man, when | was growing up they gave you a pencil and
said good luck. We had no idea what was on this huge test. How do you help walk through some body
through that as their discovering what it means to know Jesus? You have to say listen, this is what God
did in my life. Here’s what he can do in yours. Here’s what | was missing. What about you? We have to
equip them with what they need to be able to make the decision to follow Jesus Christ and Paul did just
that with King Agrippa. He gave us a great example; Paul called for change and offered the opportunity
to the king. If all we do is tell our story and stop there, then nothing will go anywhere. We have to work
on closing the deal. In verse 26 in the passage we read earlier it says this, King Agrippa knows these
things, this is Paul telling King Agrippa listen, | know that you know these things and | speak boldly for |
am sure that you’re familiar with him for they were not done in a corner or in secret. King Agrippa, do
you believe the Prophets? He’s bridging it right? He’s asking him these questions, do you believe the
prophets, and | know you do. And if you remember King Agrippa’s response, Paul, are you trying to
convert me right now? Yes, would be Paul’s answer, | am. Guys, if we just tell our story and just stop
there, we’re missing it. We have to bring things to a point of decision and movement. Paul was saying
you know it’s all true king now do something about it.

Now, move to the Y in your STORY. Your mission is to point people to Jesus Christ. If you are a
person who claims Jesus as your leader in this room today, if you are a Christian, if you have placed your
faith, trust, life in Jesus Christ then your mission is to point people to Jesus. We can be as persuasive
and sure like Paul when we realize and know and live like we are on a mission. My wife Melanie, she
says something funny all the time. We’'ll be driving around and she’ll see like a dog like darting through
a parking lot like at Wal-Mart or Target. A —what’s a random dog doing running through a parking lot
doing and B — what’s a random dog doing running through a parking lot going nowhere. There are no
other dogs around, nothing he’s chasing. No rabbit or cat. He’s just going in a full sprint and Melanie
she always says that dogs on a mission. He’s going after something. Nobody can really see what it is.
We don’t know where he came from, we don’t really know where he going but he’s got one thing in
mind and he’s going for that. Maybe he’s going to the back of KFC, | don’t know. Maybe he’s going to
the back of Ryan’s, | don’t know but when | see him run through the parking lot | am like | don’t know
where that dog is going and | don’t want to know. It makes me laugh because even an animal like that
can look like he’s on a mission and what do we look like? Do we look like, act like, speak like we're on a
mission or is our mission to DVR every single show so we don’t miss out on anything. I’'m not going to
get on you for how many of you have more than one game set up on your DVR today so you can watch
that tonight. I’'m not going to get on you for how many CSI’s your recording for some of us our mission
is to not miss out on anything. For some of us, we’re going to raise the next pro athlete that comes out
of Waxahachie. | know he’s only 7 now but he’s going to be awesome. You know what? That’s not our
mission if we’'re a follower of Christ. Maybe you’re going to raise the smartest child on the planet. Not
going to happen. Our mission is not to just have a nice family, not to have an adequate or substantial
income, our mission if you are a believer in Jesus Christ our only mission is to point people to Jesus.



Verse 30 of John chapter 3 says this...*® He must become greater and greater, and | must become
less and less. That’s our mission to tell people about the one who has changed us; who has
saved us and | can only hope that all of us who name Christ as our leader will capture a
tenacious spirit like Paul and mix it up with people around us who are dying to know the real
Jesus and not be bored with our own story and not be scared of our own insecurities. Listen,
you’ve got a story to tell. If you are a follower of Jesus, you have a story to tell. We live in a
culture that relates best to stories guys and people want to know not just if Christianity is true
but whether it works and your life is the only example and sample that they’re going to find
that from. Your story powerfully illustrates that God is alive in your life and makes a marked
difference in how you think, what you value and how you live. Does it? Does your relationship
make a difference in your life? Maybe that’s where you’re stuck this morning. You’re not sure
that this Jesus really does make a difference in your life except when somebody in your family is
sick, except when it’s time to pray at Thanksgiving, except when you need to pray to get a job
because you’ve recently lost yours. When does Jesus really become real to us? Yeah in our
tragedies but why is our story not told every day? Why is our story of our salvation not spoken
about in regular places on common terms on a regular basis? Why is it only about tragedy and
how God helped that? Why can’t it be about what Paul talked about? God rocked my world,
turned it all around and | want to share that story with you. Maybe you’re a believer here
today and you’re having a hard time sharing your story. You have some people on your list that
you know you need to talk to and share truth with and your story of how Jesus saved you but
you’re scared out of your mind. I’'m going to ask you in a few moments to respond when we
begin singing. The song we’re going to sing is Take My Life. Couldn’t be a more perfect life and
I’'m going to ask you believers in just a moment, we’re going to create this opportunity for these
steps this whole place to be open for you because if you really want Jesus to take your life and
you really want Jesus to use you in explaining his love to other people you’'ve got to get over
some of your insecurities, some of your doubts, some of your lack of time. We’ve got to move
past that and we’ve got to ask God to help us do that so in just a moment I’'m going to ask for
you to come on down front and say God | need your help. | pray that you would help me to
move my feet that are stuck where they are and maybe some of you don’t have a story because
you haven’t given yourself to Jesus Christ and you need to do that. You need to start your story
today. We give you the opportunity to do that right now. Would you please stand with me, |
want us to pray together.
